Background:
UC Libraries have a one-year trial of Scopus.  The UC Libraries have been interested in Scopus but have been reluctant to add additional products that may duplicate already licensed resources. Additionally, the degree of overlap between Scopus and its competitors is unknown as well as what unique features, if any, Scopus offers.  
By January 2010, UC will need to determine if we would like to continue Scopus for an additional time period. 
Charge:

The task force is charged by the Collection Development Committee to accomplish four distinct but related tasks: 

1. Develop and implement a rollout and campus information plan, including possible outreach to various campus units, such as Offices of Research, academic departments, and students; 

2. Assess Scopus’ usefulness in supporting research collaboration and productivity, and its potential for enhancing external research funding; 

3. Evaluate and compare Scopus to other similar resources.  The evaluation should include: 

a. the strengths and limitations of each product, 

b. a review of features that are unique or overlapping 

c. an assessment of the breadth of disciplines covered and the depth of content; 

4. Recommend if UC Libraries should continue Scopus.  If a purchase is recommended, propose an appropriate funding strategy or strategies.
