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There are a number of open access journals (some with complete content freely available, others with only the earlier issues open) available through PubMed Central. UCSD catalogs them for UCSD and for SCP.

2. We follow normal procedures in cataloging PubMed Central journals, including enhancing the records as needed.  Often there will be additional access from other sites, notably HighWire.  Checklist for cataloging and enhancing:

a.   Add 007

b.   Add LC class number, even if there is an existing NLM class number

c.   Add LCSH and MESH subject headings, if one or the other does not exist on the record. If necessary refer medical journals to Betty or Becky for assignment. 
d. If using print as the copy, add  a note of: “530  Also issued online” if lacking. (Leave an existing 530, unless it is unclear or inaccurate
e. Add 776 if needed.  Many PubMed Central journals have e-issns as well as the print and it is essential that these get in the record.

f. Add appropriate 690 fields
g. Check if also  DOAJ (http:// http://www.doaj.org/  ) and add 856 (if necessary) and 793 0   DOAJ if appropriate.

h. Add 793 0  Open access resource freely available; selected by the UC Libraries

i. Add 793 0  PubMed Central online journals

j. Create BibPurl  if one does not exist.  The same BibPurl goes in both the print/online versions of the title.  When creating BibPurl point to the latest available issue. Example for the 856 field :

k. If enhancing and you are finished, replace record.  If creating BibPurl, add the BibPurl to record in other format (if it exists) and replace.

l. After enhancing is finished, delete native URL. If partial content is available for open access, put embargo period in the subfield 3, e.g.:  856 4X  |3 v.15(2002)- [Latest 12 months not available online] |z PubMed Central. |u http://bibpurl.oclc.org/web/105    If entire content is open access: Add 856 4X  $3 v.1(2003)-  $z PubMed Central. $u http://bibpurl.oclc.org/web/106   

m. Add 655  7  Online resources. $2 local
n. Add 949 fields. 

o. Export and create checkin record for UCSD

p. Clone for CDL
