Advanced Search is usually best for Readers Guide because it allows date limiting

· Allows limiting by range of years

· Allows choice of  sorts, by Date or Relevance or Custom (e.g., by title, journal title)

ALL-Smart Search (default) -- the most Google-like of searches.  Tries to find your terms in phrase, then in different fields in record, and requires all your terms to be in records retrieved.

Keyword search -- all your terms will appear in the citation fields (title, author, subject, etc.)

· " " makes a bound phrase

· apostrophes matter if typed, but stems endings, treating 's as a plural (tiffanys treated like tiffany*)

"breakfast at tiffany's"
-  words occur as bound phrase

breakfast at tiffanys

-  words occur anywhere in citation fields

Other field searches:
· Allows you to specify which fields to search within (e.g., subjects, historical subjects, title, journal name), and lets you combine term and field selections using AND, OR, NOT pop-down choices between up to three boxes  (some Boolean searching within boxes as well - below)

· When multiple words are entered and a field is specified, all words must appear within a single occurrence (e.g., all in  one subject heading, all in title)

UC e-links equivalent:
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 The green icon (left) generally leads directly to a Periodical Database search and is present when we have the title
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 The gray icon (right) goes to the UC e-links orange menu with links to "see if your library has", ILL,etc.  Worth checking, because sometimes we have the title even though the green icon is not there.
